•	 Grays Eden comprises 7 cottages and 5 villas, all thatched, air-

conditioned, minibars and coffee/ tea stations. 

•	 Each villa opens into an airy living area with ceiling fans, an open 
fireplace, and a large covered veranda.

•	 Bedrooms are luxuriously spacious, decorated in soft, calming shades 
of blue and white. Beds are extra King with high quality cotton bed 
linens and draping mosquito nets. The arched walk-in shower entrance, 
separate double vanity and a deep roll-top bath ensure spacious 
indulgence. 

•	 Cottages are cosy with high ceilings, ceiling fans and an open fireplace. 
King size beds, with a large mosquito net are accentuated by lively pops 
of colour picked up in bed throws and cushions, giving each Cottage a 
unique flair. 

•	 The Eden Restaurant caters to a maximum of 24 guests and boasts 
Maun’s finest a la carte menu.

•	 The expansive Lounge is ideal for relaxing and finding a quiet sunny 
spot for yourself.

•	 The Cliff wine cellar is an ideal location for a private family or group 
dinner.
