


SHINDE FOOTSTEPS

Shinde Footsteps is a charming, timeless camp designed for guests seeking a deeper

connection with nature.

Set in the Northwestern corner of the Shinde Concession in the Okavango Delta, Shinde Footsteps design is intentionally light in

its environmental footprint, ‘with the camp’s understated character inviting travellers to slow down, immerse themselves in their

surroundings, and share in the easy camaraderie that naturally develops between guests and the dedicated camp team - all while

enjoying an exceptional safari experience.

Days unfold with exploration of the diverse and captivating wilderness where acacia and leadwood woodlands give way to open grassy

plains and islands dotted with marula and sausage trees. Evenings are reserved for gathering around the fire beside the lagoon, where

stories are shared and quiet reflection comes easily beneath a vast, starlit African sky.

Shinde footsteps features

Year-round water (mokoro) and land (game drives and nature walks)
activities.

The area is popular for predator viewings such as lions, leopard and wild
dogs, along with attendant scavengers.

Rich diversity of aquatic and terrestrial herbivores, including hippo,
buffalo, elephant, kudu, lechwe, waterbuck, giraffe, wildebeest and
zebra.

Facilities

Camp features a tented lounge/ bar and a separate dining tent, linked
by a warm and inviting fire pit. The shaded setting is intimate and rustic,
exclusive for 6 guests.

Each of the 4 canvas tents are built on wooden decks, and each
overlooks the lagoon from under a shady canopy of towering overhead
ebony trees. Each tented room has an outdoor shaded verandah, and
the bathroom has a double vanity with an indoor and outdoor shower.

One of the tents is a family room, with two bedrooms and one shared
bathroom.
